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MEMBERSHIP REPORT

Membership has remained relatively constant over the
past year with 381 members on the roster. This includes
92 members from the South Shore Road Association; 20
members from the Silver Mine Road Association and 21
members from the Kashwakamak Cottage Association,
the vast majority of which pay their membership dues
through their association.

And once more, | would like to extend a very special
thanks to Bill Zerter, Bill Roffey, and Miriam McKeown
for bringing, each year, their road association members
into the Kashwakamak Lake Association. This creates a
lot of extra bookkeeping work for them, but has made
my job of collecting annual dues much easier.

Speaking of membership fees, we continue to charge
$10 per family annually. While there may be those out
there who remember a different amount, | do not. To
hold the dues static for so many years is a real tribute to
the dedication of volunteers who contribute their time
and effort to helping the Association function and to
contribute to the Association’s mandate of keeping our
Lake healthy, beautiful and safe.

As we go to press, 32 members have yet to pay their
2008 dues while 24 members have pre-paid their 2009
dues. The payment of a relatively small $10 invoice can
be more annoying than anything, and so we encourage
multi-year payments. For those 24 members already
paid, we are enclosing a small Thank-You with a re-
minder that they do not have to pay this year.

Included in this Newsletter mailing is the Financial
Statement of the Association. You will notice that the
bulk of the costs of the Association are incurred in mail-
ing out two Newsletters each year. Unfortunately you
can also see that these costs keep escalating. Last year
we asked those members who would like to receive the
Newsletter by e-mail, thereby saving mailing and print-
ing costs, to indicate this on their renewal form.

We were encouraged with the response, and as a result
sent out last Fall’s Newsletter to many e-mail recipients.
Unfortunately, a number of these e-mails were bounced
back because of incorrect addresses. So we are sending
out this Spring 2009 Newsletter to everyone through the
Post Office.

Included in this Newsletter package is a Membership
Renewal Form. While its original intention is to pro-
mote the payment of Association dues (still only $10
annually), it has taken on an equally important role of
ensuring that we have all the pertinent information on
our files, from Newsletter mailings to finding the owner
of a lost dog (actual case last summer).

I would ask, even plead, that the information we have
provided at the top of the form be checked, and to let us
know of any changes, and any additional information to
complete the blanks.

N. FRONTENAC PUBLIC INFORMATION MEETING
June 13, 2009

I was able to attend the above meeting which | referred
to in my earlier message, and wanted to report briefly on
it.

The government’s Economic Action Program has ap-
proved $750,000 for the reconditioning of Ardoch Rd.
The Township’s share is 1/3 which has been budgeted
for.

Mallory Hill near Buckshot Lake is the site of a pro-
posed $2 million dollar telescope with a nearby Visitor’s
Center which is expected to draw visitors from far and
wide. It is expected to be operational by 2011. Our area
apparently has the “darkest skies” in southern Canada,
hence the location of the telescope in this area. The ven-
ture will be funded by the academic community and is
expected to generate other business opportunities. It has
been suggested that visitors may require other amenities,
ie resorts, golf, hiking, near the site but not too close as
to affect our “darkest skies”.

A draft of the new brochure for North Frontenac was
available for review. This will be mailed to all house-
holds and contains information relating to all aspects of
life in North Frontenac Township.

All lake associations were asked to ensure that their
roads are wide enough to accommodate emergency vehi-
cles without causing damage to same.
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Our radio station AFAR has run into a transmission
problem due to signals from a station in Gatineau and a
country station from Fulton, NY, both with significant
signal strengths. They may be looking at a tower in the
Ardoch Road area. AFAR has been incorporated and is
financially solvent.

The Land of Lakes Garden Club was commended for the
restoration of the Pioneer Cemetery behind the Museum
in Cloyne. ==

LooN WATCH

“The loon is the symbol of the northern wilderness. It’s
presence on the lake along with it’s invigorating song
refreshes the human soul, soiled by traffic noises and
urban sprawl.” (Ontario Birds by Chris Fisher)

Loons have four distinct calls.

e Quiet “hoots” or “mews” are intimate chats among
loons floating together.

o The wild “yodel” with repeated triplets at the end is
a territorial yodel for territorial defence. Each male
has his own distinct yodel for his territory.

e The “wail” is a contact call given by both sexes.

e The familiar “tremolo” or “laughing” call is a dis-
tress call that loons give when alarmed. The cause
may be another loon, a predator or a curious human.
If you hear this call nearby, you may have ap-
proached a loon’s nest or chick too closely.

Loons only raise one or two chicks each year when all
goes well. Female loons reach four years of age before
breeding. We need to be sure that we aren’t the cause of
disrupting this delicate life cycle.

o Do not encourage loon predators such as raccoons or
gulls by feeding them.

e Do not cause loons distress with fast-moving per-
sonal watercraft which give loons little warning.

e Do not create large boat wakes which wash away
loon eggs and disturb nests.

¢ Do not allow unrestrained pets to harass loons which
could cause nest abandonment. 22

GARBAGE AND RECYCLING

As you may know by now, the Township of North Fron-
tenac has instituted a “Clear Bag” policy for all garbage.
Although this is the law now, it will not be strictly en-
forced until August 15, 2009. Then, if recyclables are
visible in your clear/transparent garbage bag, you will
have to remove them. This summer will be a learning
experience for all of us.

A complete list of all recyclable material is attached to
this newsletter, also available at the land fill sites and at
www.kashwakamak.ca. Copies will also be available at
the AGM. Fred Perry, our Councillor, assures me that
transparent bags in all sizes (including kitchen “catch-
ers”), will be generally available in local stores well be-
fore the August deadline. This will help to make the
transition easier.

Our Township has made this decision because of the
serious state of our remaining land fill sites. There is far
too much recyclable material going into the garbage. For
example, last summer, the #506 site filled by three times
the normal summer amount!

When garbage tags were introduced several years ago,
this was expected to increase the percentage of material
recycled and the revenue from the sale of garbage tags
was expected to fall each succeeding year. However this
has not been the case - the monies from the sale of tags
has increased. It would seem that people would rather
pay $2.00 for a bag tag, than sort out their recyclables.

Unfortunately, this means that our “dumps” are filling
rapidly and there will be no new permits issued for new
sites in our municipality. When our landfills are full,
they would then become “transfer stations”. We, as tax-
payers would then have to pay the large cost of trans-
porting our garbage elsewhere.

By implementing the “Clear Bag” policy, it is hoped to
keep the “dumps” open as long as possible to allow al-
ternatives such as incineration, to gain acceptance by the
Province. The Township is buying a compactor, which
will allow them to reduce the volume of recyclables be-
fore trucking them to the transfer station.

By July, the #506 site will be accepting hazardous waste,
such as oil cans, batteries, paint etc. There will be a col-
lection day later in the summer for electronic waste, such
as computers, printers, televisions, etc.

We hope that everyone will become familiar with all the
material which can be recycled and cooperate by keep-
ing it out of the landfills. 22

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MINING ACT REFORMS ANNOUNCED!

FOCA is pleased that the Ontario Ministry of Northern
Development and Mines introduced legislation today
(April 30) to modernize Ontario’s Mining Act.

FOCA has been represented on the Ministers Mining Act
Advisory Committee for many years. We are pleased
that many of the shortcomings we identified through this
forum appear to have been addressed within this legisla-
tion. These include:

e Removing some private lands completely from stak-
ing and exploration;

o Enhanced notification of private land owners of
claim-staking and prior to exploration;

e The introduction of map staking, eliminating the
need for prospectors to physically enter onto private
lands.

While FOCA is encouraged by the introduction of this
enabling legislation, the ultimate results will be mani-
fested in the regulations that will accompany the bill and
which will follow passing of the legislation.

GREEN COTTAGE TIPS

5 WAYS TO REDUCE YOUR WATER USE (AND SAVE
YOUR SEPTIC)  (From www.cottagelife.com)

Fix the leaky cottage throne - A toilet tank leaking into
the bowl adds a lot of water to the septic system. To test
for leaks put a few drops of food colouring into the tank.
If the colouring appears in the bowl without being
flushed, you have a leak.

Flush less - A toilet dam or displacement device in the
tank reduces the amount of water being flushed. The toi-
let dam is a simple tool that holds back water from the
flapper valve. Dis-placement devices can be DIY —set a
full plastic water bottle in the tank (don’t use a brick; it
can disintegrate, ruining the valves).

Install a low- or dual-flush toilet - A low-flush toilet
use six litres per flush, compared with the 18 to 24 litres
typical of old-style models. Dual-flush toilets give you
an option of three-litre or six-litre flushes with two but-
tons (the manufacturers leave it up to you to label them
number one and number two).

Install a low-flow showerhead - especially if long-
showering teenagers hang out at your cottage. A low-
flow aerator can cut the water flow by 50 per cent with-
out lessening the spray.

Practice catch-and-release-elsewhere at the sink -
When rinsing fruits and veggies, put a basin below the
faucet and recycle the captured water for thirsty plants or
sluicing off the deck chairs. Brushing your teeth for two
minutes with the tap running loses about 11 litres of wa-
ter down the drain; a mug of water for brushing and rins-
ing does the job with much less waste.

WRAFT REPORT MAY 2009

First of all, on behalf of the Board of Directors of
WRAFT, | want to apologize for the recent lack of
communication from the organisation. We have been
busy implementing the association of WRAFT and
FOCA and ensuring that the takeover of administrative
responsibilities has gone smoothly.

While WRAFT and FOCA remain two separate legal
entities, FOCA and specifically FOCA’s Executive Di-
rector Terry Rees, is now the spokesman and administra-
tive head of WRAFT.

1E8. WRAFT maintains its own budget and separate
Board of Directors while paying a service fee to FOCA
for administrative services.

Moving on to WRAFT matters specifically, the Liberal
Party remains in power in Ontario having defeated the
Tories who called for a cap on assessment increases well
before the fall 2007 provincial election. The Liberals
believe they have dealt with the volatility issue (we dis-
agree) by phasing in assessment increases over a 4 year
period while immediately implementing assessment de-
creases. We do not believe they have dealt with the
problem and we foresee a crisis coming in 2012 due to
the grossly overvalued assessments currently being used.
While we were unable to persuade the government of the
righteousness of our cause and the unfairness of the as-
sessment system, both opposition parties have adopted
this position and our political advisors believe we have
made real progress in making CVA and the 2008 as-
sessments a live political issue. We continue to believe
that the Liberal government will be vulnerable on the
real estate taxation issue in 2011 and we intend to keep
the issue in front of the public and ensure our policy is
adopted by the next leader of the Tories. Remember that
according to the Canadian Federation of Independent
Business, Ontario has the highest property taxes in the
western world!

Turning to more current matters, WRAFT has a new
board of Directors including Al Morson, Bob Topp,
Terry Rees, Karl Fiander (a new Director and President
of FOCA). Tom Beer, Doug Bryden, David Bull, Guy
Crombie, Mike Hasley, myself (Cliff Hatch), Jack Hi-
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gnell, Mary Neal, Peter Oakes and Bill Rowat. For more
information see the WRAFT website www.wraft.com.
Alex Milburn is Treasurer. Most of the members of the
Board are ongoing members from prior years.

WRAFT requires funding going forward and we would
ask current and new members of WRAFT to contribute
to WRAFT along the lines of our existing formula which
we have not increased for 2009.

Looking to the future at our WRAFT Board Meeting
held on May 1, 2009 we decided to alter our strategy
slightly going forward.

As you are aware, we have pushed the principle of cap-
ping assessments at no more than a 5% increase for sev-
eral years now. It is clear we have lost the fight to do
away with the 2008 assessments as badly flawed and we

are now stuck with them. We have therefore decided to
modify our approach very slightly.

AN UPDATED PROPERTY TAX STRATEGY FOR WRAFT/CAPTR

It seems clear that the Liberal government will proceed
to use the new 2008 phased-in assessments this year.
This means that your share of property taxes will be cal-
culated including 1/4 of any increase in assessment be-
tween Jan 1, 2005 & Jan 1, 2008 or the full amount of
any decrease.

It is also clear that property values are dropping and no
one currently knows when or where they may bottom
out, but property owners are upset that they are paying
taxes based on an inflated and probably unrealistic value.

If 2012 values are significantly less than 2008 those
properties that have experienced the biggest increase
over the past few years are likely to experience the big-
gest decreases in a falling market.

If this is so, a politically unacceptable situation may well
arise, as the tax increase on waterfront and hot urban
areas that has been phased in over 4 years will be re-
versed all at once. As a result, for example, non-
waterfront properties owners in waterfront areas may be
expected to immediately shoulder large increases in tax.

Politicians might well decide to phase in decreases over
4 years, thereby prolonging the agony for property own-
ers that have previously been subject to massive valua-
tion increases by the volatile assessment system.

If this is true, the time to fix the system is as soon as de-
clining values have stabilized.

The time for people to pay attention and demand a new
approach is probably when their new values are first
used this summer.

An appropriate government strategy might then be:

1) Freeze assessments at their 2009 phased-in values,
before they are fully committed to using higher val-
ues next year in a declining market.

2) Reassess as soon as the declining real estate market
seems to have bottomed out — no later than 2012

3) Accept these new values as appropriate for tax pur-
poses, and return to annual reassessments.

4) Adopt a capping system, so that we don’t get into
this situation again.

5) Soinsummary:
FREEZE
REASSESS
GO BACK TO ANNUAL ASSESSMENTS
CAP ASSESSMENT INCREASES AT 5%

We are hopeful that both the leading PC candidates for
the leadership of the party - Tim Hudak and Christine
Elliott will adopt our program.

Ultimately it is our intent to bring forth the property tax
problem once again at the time of the next provincial
election in 2012 and to make sure it is an important is-
Sue.

In the interim, we will report to you on a regular basis
and try to ensure the issue remains alive.

Greetings, fellow KLA members! | hope you all had a good winter, wherever you were, and | welcome you back
to summer at Kashwakamak Lake. Here are a few items that | hope you will find interesting.

Results of water clarity and phosphorus tests, 2008 Last year's average water
Lake was 5.3 metres. That is, the maximum depth of visibility of the Secchi disk was about one metre shal-
lower than the previous year. According to the Ministry of the Environment, a minimum of three years is re-
guired before a trend can be surmised.

From the Secchi chart we can see that, although the transparency of the lake was worse than in 2007, the
reading is not terribly inconsistent with earlier years. Still, | am a bit concerned, especially when total phospho-
rus readings are taken into account.

Total phosphorus concentrations are ideally used to interpret nutrient status, since phosphorus is the element

that controls the growth of algae in most Ontario Lakes. The total phosphorus result for 2008 was 8.0 ugm/L
(micrograms per litre), which is the highest since the measurement process was revamped in 2003. Is this
cause for concern? According to the Ministry web si
oligotrophi c. These are ... |l akes that rarely exper.i
TP concentration is trending upwards, we are not in danger of an algal bloom... yet. One major source of
phosphorus in our lakes is faulty septic systems. Have you had yours checked lately? Another is fertilizers. If

you have a lawn at your cottage, please consider cutting back on — or, preferably, eliminating — your use of fer-
tilizers.

Ontario bans cosmetic pesticides On Earth Day, April 22, 2009, the Government of Ontario banned the use

of cosmetic pesticides for most applications. With few exceptions, it will be illegal to sell or purchase pesticides

in Ontario that contain any of 22 specified chemicals. Lynn Woodcroft,i n FOCA' s Lake St ewar

pact water quality and wildlife.ll The Canadian Cance
against unnecessary pesticide use, citing the dangers of toxic chemicals, especially to children.

Invasive species So far, Kashwakamak Lake remains free from the scourges of zebra mussels and spiny wa-
ter fleas, two invaders specifically monitored by the Ministry of the Environment.

beds, and otherwise contribute to the general health of the shoreline.

You may have noticed that the speed limit signs on our lake are quite faded and in poor repair. Kashwakamak
Lake Association is working to acquire and post new, legible signs. In the meantime, please go slow close to
shore.

Shoreline lighting One thing | learned at that FOCA conference last fall was that shoreline lighting can have

a detrimental effect on the entire aquatic food chain. According to Robert Dick, Chair of the Royal Astronomical
Association of Canada’'s VLi ght Cfi€alightswoh docksandidosettoesinoelings Co |
can interfere with nocturnal migration of zooplankton. Minnows and other small aquatic animals that forage

near the surface are then deprived of their food supply it moved to deeper, colder water. As the supply of
healthy minnow population declines, larger fish go hungry. And on it goes up the food chain. And we wonder

why the pickerel and bass population of Kashwakamak Lake seems to be declining. Help our lake stay healthy

by turning off your shoreline lights. Well-placed reflectors will do a good job of locating and identifying your
dock at night.

If you must have electric lights on your dock or shore, choose dim reddish or amber fixtures. Long wavelengths
do not penetrate very far into the water (which is why everything looks bluish underwater) and will have a
minimal effect on the lake’s ecosystem. Also, avoid dusk-to-dawn (D-D) lighting altogether. D-D lights waste
energy, contribute nothing to safety except a false sense of security, and endanger wildlife and humans alike.
